In the first reading, Ahaz is given a sign despite his refusal to 
ask for one: The virgin shall conceive and bear a son. In the 
beginning of the Epistle to the Romans, Paul describes Jesus 
as a descendent of David. The Gospel tells of Joseph’s 
dream, in which Mary’s miraculous conception is explained 
and he is told to name her Son Jesus.
